‘ | Y1930 Double Twelve Brooklands

ittleton, Colorado AACA member Jack Kahler has a

passion for the little cars that originally emanated from

Abingdon, England’s Morris Garage. In fact, so much so

< that his latest MG restoration, a supercharged 1934 PA,
brings the grand total to seven.

“I’ve always been a make-it, restore-it, fix-it-up kind of guy,”
said Jack. “T graduated with a degree in industrial design from
the Kansas City Art Institute (KCAI) and have always enjoyed
designing and restoring things. My passion now is collecting and
restoring MG sports cars.”

Kahler built a special garage/workshop to house them in 1988.
“Restoring MGs is a great hobby that has introduced me to people
all over the world,” he said as he prepared to take his PA to the Art
of the Car Concours in Kansas City.

His love for MGs began at age 40 when he bought his first, a
1965 MGB for $2,000, and immediately tore it apart and restored
it. He no longer owns that one but it led to others, and the cycle of
restoration, collecting, touring and fun continues today. His first
vintage MG was a 1952 TD, followed by a 1955 TF, both of which
he still owns.

In addition, Kahler also owns a 1948 TC, a 1967 Midget and a
recently-bought six-cylinder 1969 MGC GT. But his most prized
cars are a restored 1930 Double Twelve Brooklands Racer and his
newly restored 1934 MG PA. As with most collector cars, each has
its own story. The PA was shipped from the UK to New Zealand in
1939. After having passed through the hands of 50 owners — yes,
fifty! — Kahler bought it and shipped it from New Zealand to the
U.S. in 2001. It was in very poor condition, but it was complete
and ready for a body-off, nut-and-bolt restoration.

The 1934 PA was unveiled in June after a nine-year restoration.
The premier showing was at the 2011 MG convention in Reno,
Nevada, where it won a first-in-class award, and a week later in
Kansas City at the KCAI Annual Art of the Car Show.

1934 PB “Ironically, about two years ago there were seven MG PAs in
the Denver area. There are probably just three now,” Kahler said.

What distinguishes the MG PA from earlier models is its larger
overhead cam engine, 12-inch brakes, larger chassis and upgrade
in finish details. Between 1929 and 1936, all MGs had overhead-
cam engines, which were very advanced for the time.

“It’s definitely a sports car rather than a touring car [i.e. prepar
for a bumpy and exciting drive!]. I’ve installed a M
75 supercharger to improve the car’s performance in the high
Colorado altitude,” he said, explaining that it was a popular

Kahler is a regular at MG events nationwide. He currently
serves on the advisory board of The Rocky Mountain MG “T”
Register and is on the advisory board of directors for the North
American MMM Register. The International MG Car Club of
England is located in Abingdon and holds a large event every
summer at the famous British racetrack, Silverstone. The
International MG Car Club has chapters throughout the world
and represents the MG community worldwide. &5
